Matters arising from the minutes: Proposed letter to minister objecting to the weed budget. It was noted that the letter had not been sent but that this matter is better addressed by other organisations.
President’s Report: accepted as circulated (A Tinney/J Horsfield). 

Treasurer’s Report: accepted as circulated (A Tinney/J Horsfield). $3352.88 in the Group’s account including a donation from A Ryan.

All positions declared filled unopposed. 
The Group noted Gosta’s willingness to step down from the committee for a younger member. As there is no limit on the number of members who can serve on the committee, it was agreed that Linda would contact Gosta to offer him a place should he wish to continue. She would also express the Group’s gratitude for his contribution over many years. 

Furthermore, it was decided that Doug and Arminel would draft an item about Gosta for the next Newsletter.
Other business:
1. Committee and email list. While a couple of people who are not committee members appear on the President’s email list, it was accepted that only committee members are entitled to a vote should a decision about an issue require it. Nevertheless, the views of non committee members are always welcome. 
2. Brochure for Nature Trail. A meeting about a final draft of the brochure will occur next week.
3. Chapman School use of Cooleman Ridge. It was agreed that whatever individual member’s views about children from Chapman Primary School visiting the Ridge, it was not our Group’s responsibility.
4. Cooleman Ridge Nature Trail, Chapman Primary School Section brochure. A brochure still needs to be rewritten and printed. It was not clear who is responsible for producing a new brochure.
5. CRPCG membership of  SACTCG. Jenny Horsfield announced that she will be resigning from the SACTCG committee. There was discussion as to the value of this group for our own. It was noted that not all groups send representatives to the meetings, that it used to be a valuable resource when applying for Government grants and that it used to provide insurance cover for groups but does no longer. It was generally agreed that this group had limited value for our own.  Jenny reported that there is likely to be a questionnaire circulated asking for each park care group their views about SACTCG. Notwithstanding the value of SACTCG, the Coordinators meetings were considered useful. It was agreed that Linda would circulate the questionnaire when it arrives.
6. Weeding Areas. It was agreed to add the area above Lincoln Place to the areas the Group weeds each month. It was also agreed that Lincoln Pl would be the location for the December working party. 

7. Identification of Cooleman Ridge Features. Linda reported that it was not always clear which part of the Ridge others are referring to in communications amongst members. It was decided to send around a map and ask members to suggest names for particular features of the Ridge. The idea is that there will be a list of features whose names all members will use in group communication. A hard copy was circulated at the meeting. An electronic copy will be sent to the wider membership.
8. Gloves, Loppers and Other Equipment. Linda agreed to ask Craig Wainwright for more loppers and for an alternative source of the gloves the Group needs.

9. Paterson’s Curse. It was agreed that this weed was generally under control and that it did not require the Group’s particular attention at this stage.
