And he is, in passing,
clearing a swathe on either side of the path - it’s all looking
really good.

I did a quick vegetation survey recording 31 species of which
14 are native. Things can only improve!

Tina and Mary made the most of their long walk to the Trig
collecting litter on the way. With them David, Janice, Reet,
Erika and I cut and dabbed briars and cotoneasters on the far
side of the hill, gathering old tree guards for removal and
stacking stakes. Then we had a go at Euphorbia removal,
developing a personal interest in the project.
